Personal Property – International Program

The International Personal Property Program moves Department of Defense (DOD)-sponsored shipments of military and civilian service members, including civilian-appropriated and non-appropriated fund employees and the U.S. Coast Guard.  The International program consists of three main components:  Special Solicitation, Volume Moves, DPM Commercial Air, and International and Boat One-Time- Only (OTO) Programs.
 

· DPM Commercial Air

Is classified as:  Shipments whereby packing, containerization, local drayage, and storage services are obtained from commercial firms under contractual agreements.  Movement from DPM contractors’ facility to the destination is done under a single factor rate.

· International HHG/UB/Boat OTO

Movement of personal property to non- controlled rate areas and for boats, which will not fit into a standard size-shipping container.

· Special Solicitation

These shipments are considered International shipments moving between specific rate areas, and are subject to the rules, regulations, and previsions of this solicitation.

· Volume Moves

Transports especially large tonnage shipments (200,000 pounds or more HHG and 50,000 pounds or more UB) from one origin to one destination.  Movement is normally done within a 90-day period.
